Typically a “blender”, Petit Verdot has spent most of it’s history
building up structure and color in Cabernet Sauvignon. Often
too harsh and one-dimentional it is rarely made into a varietal by
itself. That was why we knew we had something really special
when we found this tiny vineyard farmed by Dave Huecksteadt.
Through careful site selection, use of unique clones and good
old-fashioned farming, Dave manages to grow grapes with an
amazing depth of yavor while still keeping the rugged focus and
power that makes Petit Verdot so appealing. [FYI, obviously not
oPetiteo in yavor, the grape name refers to the size of itds leaves]
