Displaying many of the same dark fruit and earth elements as 
the 2005, this wine also shows layers of light spice and focused 
acids that make 2006 a great vintage for a wide range of robust 
foods.  Grower EJ Neil has farmed this vineyard on the eastern 
slope of Dry Creek Valley for over a decade now and manages 
to extract a consistently amazing range of depth and ÿavor from 
the vineyards’ many different soil pockets and microclimites.
