Distinctly non-traditional, we focus on unique blends cre-
ated and consumed in the relaxed, “industrial chic” atmosphere 
of our tasting room, wine lounge and independent art gallery.

76% Zinfandel (Mule Racer Vyd, Alexander Valley/ Cactus 
Ranch Vyd., Alexander Valley/ Azzaro Vyd., Sonoma Valley), 
24% Syrah (Palendrome Vyd, Dry Creek) 

The Blend?

The three Zinfandel vineyards that make up this wine collective-
ly produce less that 4 tons of grapes per year.  These low yields 
produce grapes with great balance and subtle layers of spice 
and berries.  Although current trends favors excessively ripe 
and jammy ÿavors in Zin, our attempt is to focus on a more bal-
anced style using spice and natural acidity to create a wine that 
is robust without being cloying.  Blending from our three unique 
vineyards allows us to build a wine that will both keep tradition-
al Zin advocates happy while producing a wine that has a much 
greater afþnity for food and casual consumption.
